The best way to avoid future problems is to be accurate and forthcoming with all information about past and current defects. Most facts that could be considered important to a buyer is expected to be disclosed. If in doubt about what to disclose, ask me or your attorney. Your best move is to make needed repairs before placing your home on the market instead of waiting for the buyer to discover physical defects, thereby eliminating an over reaction on the buyer’s part during the after contract inspections.
Home Warranty

Providing a Homebuyer’s Warranty for the buyer not only avoids litigation, but enhances the salability of your property.  Additionally, studies have shown homes that carry a warranty sell faster than uncovered homes and provide “peace of mind” for the buyer, and therefore, the seller.  The money you spend up front on a warranty can save you thousands later.
