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    Safety Tips



When it’s for sale. . .





Before we start showing your home, let’s walk through the property together and determine what valuables should be hidden away. (jewelry, guns, cameras, cash, etc.)





Always ask for the business card of the Agent who comes to show your home.  If you are unsure about anyone, call your Listing Agent or their office. Don’t hesitate to turn away a showing until a later time.





Refer any unannounced prospects to your Listing Agent even if accompanied by an agent.  


When our Appointment Operators call to schedule a showing, they will say they are calling from our “co-op.” (Abbreviation for cooperation)





Instruct children not to open the door for anyone during your absence (except your Listing Agent) unless they have spoken with you ahead of time.





Prescription medication should be kept in a place other than the medicine cabinet.  Select an unlikely place such as a shoe box.





If you have many large, expensive items, consider installing cameras or other safety devices.





If your home is vacant, we will never advertise it as such.





If you have neighbors who are home during the day, ask them to keep an eye on your home.

















When it’s not for sale. . .





Walk around the perimeter of your property to identify possible entry points.  Are basement doors well secured?  Install only the best locks and safety latches on all doors.  Consult a professional for advice.





Consider installation of an alarm system. Teach everyone in the family how to use it and change the pass code on a regular basis.





Instruct children of any age to never open the door for a stranger. Keep all doors locked at all times.





Install proper lighting around your property and keep shrubs from growing where they can hide windows and entry points.





Teach children how to answer the telephone without comprising privacy or safety.  They should never say, “My parents aren’t here right now” instead say, “My parents are busy right now.  Can I have one of them call you right back?”





Consider having Caller ID installed on your phone.





Properly secure your valuables at all times and carefully secure firearms with trigger locks.





Know your neighborhood and your neighbors.





Adopt and practice a fire escape plan.
